CODEX COMMITTEE ON FATS AND OILS (CCFO)

Invitation to participate in the Electronic Working Group to amend the Codex
Standard for Named Vegetable Oils (CODEX STAN 210-1999) to consider the
applicability of the fatty acid composition of all oils in Table 1 in relation to their
corresponding crude form

At the 25" Session of the Codex Committee on Fats and Oils (CCFO) held in Kuala Lumpur,
Malaysia, from 27 February to 3 March 2017, the Committee agreed to establish an Electronic
Working Group (eWG) to be chaired by the United States with the assistance of AOCS, working in
English, to prepare a project document for new work to amend the Codex Standard for Named
Vegetable Oils [CODEX STAN 210-1999] to consider the applicability of the fatty acid composition
of all oils in Table 1 in relation to their corresponding crude form.

The amendment would provide clarity to Codex member countries and the food industry in the
trade of crude (unrefined) vegetable oils. The discussion paper, including a project document, will
be prepared in time for consideration at the next session of the CCFO (2019).
